RULES OF THE BARBADOS NATIONAL SQUASH CHAMPIONSHIPS – 2008
1. The Rules of Squash as laid down by the World Squash Federation and as amended May 1, 2001 shall apply to this tournament. In addition, the B.S.R.A. Code of Conduct shall be upheld during the tournament.

2. Eligibility:  To be eligible to participate in this tournament players must be Barbadian nationals, or persons who have been residing in Barbados for a period of not less than 9 months immediately preceding the event.  The Tournament Committee has the right to demand proof of eligibility from any player.

3. The Dunlop Revelation Pro Double Yellow Dot Ball shall be the official ball of the tournament.

4. Entries close on Saturday, May 3, 2008 at 4:30 p.m.  Completed entry forms accompanied by the applicable entrance fee shall be submitted, preferably in a sealed envelope, and addressed to the B.S.R.A. Tournament Committee, c/o The Barbados Squash Club, Marine Gardens, Christ Church.  Entries which are not submitted in this manner MAY NOT BE INCLUDED IN THE DRAW. 

5. Men's Championship:

5.1 Eight seeded players will be named by the B.S.R.A. Selection and Ranking Committee and will be placed in the Main Draw in the round of 16 as follows:



No.1 on line 1; No. 2 on line 16; a draw will be used to position Nos. 3 and 4 on either lines 8 or 9; another draw will be used to position No. 5 to 8 on either lines 4, 5, 12 or 13.

5.2
A Preliminary Tournament will be played to quarter-final stage with the 8 quarter finalists advancing to the Main Draw to join the 8 seeded players in the round of 16.  Their positions against the seeded players will be drawn.


5.3
There will be a Plate Competition for losers in the first and second rounds in the Preliminary Tournament.


5.4
There will be a Consolation Competition for losers in the round of 16 in the Main Draw.


5.5
There will be a Classic Plate Competition for losers of the quarter finals in the Main Draw.

6. Ladies Championship:  

This will be played along similar lines as the Men's Competition but amendments will be made if the draw is too small to merit three plate competitions.  In any event at least 4 seeded players will be placed in the Main Draw and will not participate in the Preliminary Competition, if one is held.

7. Veterans Championship:  

There will be a veterans competition that will be played during the first week of the Championships.  Categories will be as follows: Men - Over 35/40/45/50/55; Ladies - Over 35/40/45/50/55.  Players must be over their age group as of the first day of the Championships: i.e. May 7, 2008.  These events will be played on a knock out basis once there are six (6) or more entries in the event.  For 2-5 entries there will be a round robin type competition. For each age group event there will be up to 4 seeded players.
8. Except where noted in 7 above, the National Squash Championships, and all Plate Competitions, will be played on a knock-out basis.  All matches will be the 3 best of 5 games.

9. Players will be expected to mark and referee the match following their own.  If for any reasons the players cannot do so, they are responsible for finding a competent referee and marker to act on their behalf.

10. Players are expected to wear proper squash attire. 
11. The draw will be made on Saturday, May 3, 2008 immediately after the close of acceptance of entries and will be posted together with the times of matches on the notice board of the Barbados Squash Club (BSC) by noon on Monday, May 5, 2008. Players should check match times themselves at the Barbados Squash Club (427-7913).  The B.S.R.A. is not responsible for advising players of the times of their matches, and will be under no obligation to change times of matches to accommodate players once the draw is posted.

12. This tournament is under the control of the B.S.R.A. Tournament Committee, and all disputes will be settled by this Committee.  Complaints should be made to Craig Archer: 436-0766 (h), 420-4055 (w), or 231-6332 (cell).

13. Players who enter this tournament do so entirely at their own risk and the Barbados Squash Rackets Association and/or the Barbados Squash Club will not accept responsibility for any injury or disability arising from participation in the tournament.
