RULES OF THE SAGICOR GENERAL JUNIOR NATIONAL 

SQUASH CHAMPIONSHIPS - 2008
1.
The Rules of Squash as laid down by the World Squash Federation and as amended May 1, 2001 shall apply to this tournament.

2.
The B.S.R.A. Code of Conduct as amended February 7, 2005 shall be upheld during the tournament.

3.
Eligibility:  To be eligible to participate in this tournament players must be Barbadian nationals or persons who have been residing in Barbados for a period of not less than 9 months immediately preceding the event and the Tournament Committee has the right to demand proof of eligibility from any player.  All players should be under their age group as of the final day of competition April 27, 2008.

4.
The Dunlop Revelation Pro Double Yellow Dot Ball shall be the official ball of the tournament.

5.
Entries will close on Monday April 21st 2008 at 5.00 p.m.

6.
Completed entry forms accompanied by the entrance fee (if applicable) should be submitted addressed to the B.S.R.A. Tournament Committee, c/o Pleasant Place Squash Club, Dayrells Road, St. Michael, or c/o the Barbados Squash Club, Marine Gardens, Hastings, Christ Church. Entries which are not submitted in the manner MAY NOT BE INCLUDED IN THE DRAW. Entries which are not accompanied by the entrance fee (if applicable) WILL NOT BE INCLUDED IN THE DRAW.

The Junior National Championships and all Plate Competitions will be played on a knock-out basis unless the size of the draw in any age category is deemed to be too small, in which case a round robin format will be used.  All matches will be the 3 best of 5 games, unless otherwise determined by the B.S.R.A. Tournament Committee.

Players will be expected to either mark or referee the match following their own.  If for any reasons the players cannot do so, they are responsible for finding a competent referee and marker to act on their behalf.

Players are expected to wear proper squash attire.  Goggles are mandatory for all participants.
10.
The draw will be made on Monday April 21, 2008 immediately after the close of acceptance of entries and will be posted together with the times of matches on the notice board of the Barbados Squash Club on or before Wednesday April 23rd, 2008. Players/parents should check times themselves at the Barbados Squash Club (Tel. 427-7913). The B.S.R.A. is not responsible for advising players of the times of their matches and will be under no obligation to change times of matches to accommodate players once the draw is published.
